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As many of you know,
in ancient Greece, a popular
form of entertainment was
the theater.  The actors
wore masks so that they
could play more than one
role. These masks exhibited
exaggerated expressions to
emphasize the emotion of
the character being por-
trayed. They also contained
a tiny megaphone that car-
ried the sound of the actot’s
voice throughout the thea-
ter. Our word “person”
Srigifa®K frem the Latin
persona which refers to how
this sound amplification was
used. The mask was such a
dominant part of the cos-
tumes of the Greek actors
that it has now become the
symbol for drama.

Part of the beauty
and joy of acting is assum-
ing the identity of someone
else, of pretending to be a
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character detached from
the actor. Putting on a
mask is essential and
even desirable in the thea-
ter, but the mask is not
necessarily to hide but
can also reveal. In fact,
the word theatron (the
Greek origin of our word
“theatre”) means “the
seeing place”; it was the
place the audience sat to
watch Greek plays. As
actors, we are both being
seen and seeing others.
Actors create charac-
ters, bring them to life.
As Alfred Jarry, a French
writer, said, “The theater,
bringing impersonal
masks to life, is only for
those who are wvirile
enough to create new life:
either as a conflict of pas-
sions subtler than those
we already know, or as a
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complete new character.”
This is the act of theatre.

Of course, the
only way successful thea-
tre can happen is with an
audience. That is why
your attendance at our
plays is so vital. We want
you to come to “the see-
ing place” and watch the
masks we create. We
want you to see some-
thing new about yourself,
to experience the personal
awareness that comes
when the actors reveal
their characters. This is
the power of theatre--to
leave changed in some
way, to think about the
world differently, to gain
insight about the masks
we all wear, and to “see”
the truth.
